
Porokeratosis of Mibelli 

 
This is a case of Porokeratosis on the ball of the foot of a 
diabetic patient accompanied by two diabetic ulcers, one 
on the heel and one along the side. 

These wounds were healed using only Ocean Aid Spray 
on wet to dry dressings for 2 weeks (T.I.D.) then Ocean 
Aid Spray with no dressing (T.I.D.) for the remaining 4 
weeks.
